Meeting Minutes

February 07, 2007

 Attendance: Bill Thornton, John Ferreira, Bob Willey, Fil Faria, candia campbell, Doug Thomas, Mark Ruest, Daniel Roberge, Sonja Snelgrove, Kathee Doran-Goulet, Ric Marion
Meeting called to order at 6:47 pm
Secretary Report: January minutes presented. Motion to accept by Doug, seconded by Bob. Motion passes.
Treasurers Report: Bookkeeper presented Profit and Loss and Balance Sheet reports.

$17,000 is still due from the fall 2006 season. Ric stated that leagues have been contacted and those fees should be in soon. Approximately $28,000.00 is still outstanding for Indoor. Bill stated that he and Steve are actively pursuing these past due fees. 

John stated that Region I submitted a check for $2000.00 to NHSA for balance due for the Region I meeting in October. The balance due was $3000.00 but a $1000.00 registration fee for NH ODP was deducted. John will cut a check for $1000.00 from ODP to deposit into the AGM account.

An Insurance fee chart for the years 2002-2007 was presented.

John suggested that the Insurance column be broken down into groups. 

Executive V.P.: Written report submitted. 

Bob mentioned that it was suggested to him that NHSA should have an updated list of all BOD members so that a blast email could be sent out when volunteers were needed.

Bob attended the Granite State BOD meeting in early February.

V.P. of Recreation: Written report submitted
Doug questioned the $100.00 discrepancy for Recreation in the financial reports from December. John said he would check on it and get back to him.

Doug emailed Milford NHSA member information.

Recreation Forum survey results were presented.

V.P. of Competitive: No written report.

candi reported that the State Cup has 80 teams currently registered. This is an increase from the 64 teams last year. There are 4 8V8 U12 Boys and 4 8V8 Girls teams entered.

There was a State Cup meeting on the 30th to discuss field availability and do the draw.

They are currently looking at Farmers Field and Londonderry Fields for the 5th and 6th. Bedford fields for the 19th and 20th.  The 12th and 13th are the primary dates and the 19th and 20th would be for make up games. candi asked if Bob would look into the availability of the Budweiser Fields for the 12 and 13th. candi will also check with larger leagues participating regarding field availability.

candi and Bob attended a fundraising meeting with Donna from The Make a Wish Foundation. Several suggestions were offered. candi stated that she believes NHSA should not ask leagues to help sell raffle tickets. Bill stated that he would prefer we look into other alternatives before member fees are raised.

The GSYSL Kick-Off AGM meeting is to be held April 18th at the Yard Restaurant. Sonja asked if Mark would be willing to attend and give a short presentation. Sonja will notify Mark of the specifics.

Registration is still open for the Youth Open Cup.

V.P. of Adult: No written report
The N.E. Over the Hill data base is now available.  Dan is in the process of soliciting teams to enter the Cup Tournaments. 

V.P. Indoor: No report
Bill has asked Steve to send out letters to the facilities that have not paid and in bad standing by the 15th. Any claims that are submitted for injury are to be denied for all clubs in bad standing. Dan suggested that each facility that has paid should have a NHSA banner. Bill stated that a banner costs approximately $200.00 and agreed that all facilities up to date will receive a banner. Bill stated that NHSA also needs to notify all referees and leagues involved with the facility in bad standing since they no longer are covered by insurance nor certified by NHSA. The NHSA website should post this information. Sonja suggested also posting the clubs, leagues and facilities that are affiliated with NHSA. 

President: Bill stated that Jay Hoffman is now the Region 1 ODP coach.

State Coach of Education: Written report submitted, including a report of the Youth Soccer Association Course Fees.

Discussion regarding raising coaching fees since NH is on the low side compared to other states. Bob motioned to raise the E license fee to $65.00. candi seconded. Motion defeated. Discussion followed.

Motion to raise the E license to $70.00 and the D license to $100.00 by candi and seconded by Doug. Motion passes.

State Coach of ODP: Written report submitted

State Referee Administrator: Written report submitted.
SYRA: Written report submitted along with report of surrounding states Referee pay scale and the Referee pay scale for New Hampshire leagues.

Bill suggested that a cap should be put on the Referee fee’s in the state. Lengthy discussion followed. candi stated that her budget does not allow paying for fields, the escalating referee fees and their needs. Fil stated that while the Round Robins meet the needs of the teams it makes it very difficult to get that many qualified referees. Bill stated that NHSA can only recommend a cap but needs the cooperation from the leagues. Bill asked to have the Referee pay scale issue addressed at the State Referee meeting on Monday evening.

SDA: Written report submitted along with a 2007 Soccer Referee Mentoring Survey of State Associations
State Registrar: Bill stated that most EDP teams have paid. There are currently 3-4 teams that have been notified and checks are forthcoming.
State Administrator: NHSA Recreation Forum Survey results submitted, Region I Questionnaire Results for 8V8 U12 Tournament submitted.
Risk Management Report: Bill stated that E7 Interface should be up and running soon.  He suggested a $1.00 fee increase to offset the credit card charges. The fee to register should now be $11.00 per every two years instead of $10.00. All BOD members must be registered.

Old Business: Doug inquired about service awards. Bill stated that any nominations for Service awards or volunteer award should be made to the NHSA Secretary before the next board meeting on March 7. Fil reminded Doug to get information for Pat Mulcahey regarding possible sponsorship of the U10 Festival.

New Business: Bill is checking on places to have the AGM. Sonja offered to check on the availability and price of the Yard Restaurant function rooms.

No commitment has been made to Score. Bill has requested to view the contract with Maine and Score.

candi inquired about her report to the Disciplinary committee. Bill suggested a follow up should be done.

Sonja requested a receipt book to collect fees from new teams registering at the GSYSL AGM Kick Off meeting. Sonja will give Ric a list of teams that have not paid.

Bob inquired about the Fisher Cats fundraiser/soccer night. Mark stated that he sent the information email to the BOD.
Good of the Game: U.S .vs. Mexico, tonight at 9:00 in Phoenix Arizona. Liverpool soccer team was just bought by an American investor. Doug stated that the Galaxy will be playing the Revs on August 12.
